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Environmental Protection
Along with the implementation of a scientific development 

outlook, CNPC is committed to environmental protection, the 

promotion of clean production with a focus on sustainable 

development, and striving for the realization of the mission of 

"Caring for Energy, Caring for You." In 2004, CNPC 

implemented a health, safety, and environmental (HSE) 

management system that strictly aligned with the Clean 

Production Promotion Law of the People's Republic of China. 

In order to implement and ensure the success of this system, 

the company increased capital investment for environmental 

protection and achieved excellent performance. 

In 2004, the company revised the HSE Management System 

Manual. As required by the 2004 CNPC Environmental 

Protection Guide and the Green Operation Crew Guide, 

subsidiaries established an environment management system, 

including verification systems and incentive systems for 

environmental protection. Also, a campaign to build green 

work crews was debuted across all levels of CNPC. In total 118 

base-level units received ISO14001 environmental protection 

system certification while Dushanzi Petroleum and 

Petrochemical Complex won the honor of being named a 

"Nationwide environmentally friendly enterprise." 

Occupational Health
In terms of occupational health, the company strictly adhered 

to the Law of Occupational Disease Prevention and Cures of 

the People's Republic of China, while also adhering to a 

philosophy of "people and health first." CNPC emphasized 

employees’ occupational health and also the prevention of 

occupational health hazards in the working place, with a goal 

to help the company excel in this regard.

In 2004, the company published and distributed a printed 

version of the Standards for Occupational Health Supervision 

and Management of CNPC and the Standards for Occupational 

Health Hazard Detection of CNPC. Subsidiaries worked hard to 

detect occupational health hazards as required by the 2004 

CNPC Occupational Heath Guide, with extra focus on 

occupational health management with respect to the job sites 

of frontline and large-scale construction projects. The 2004 

occupational health and hazard detection program was a great 

success, with no acute occupational sicknesses or radiation 

accidents reported.
