For targeted poverty alleviation through industrial development, we endeavor to create job oppor-
tunities to help the poor earn more money and get rid of poverty. A total of ten counties (including
Xishui County in Guizhou, Hengfeng County in Jiangxi and six counties in Xinjiang) under CNPC's
fixed-point poverty alleviation program all passed the national special assessment and inspection,
marking that they successfully got rid of poverty.




We invested RMB 42.3869 million from
2011 to 2019.

In 2019, we invested RMB 7.88 million
in a centralized PV power generation
project, which is expected to create
an annual income of RMB 962,100 for
poverty-stricken families every year in
the 20-year operation period. We also

invested RMB 1 million in building a 70-
mu fig planting base, which is expected
to fruit in 2020 and can be in season for

up to 20 years; the project can bring a
collective income of more than RMB
100,000 for the village every year, with

more than RMB 1,000 increase for each

of the 96 poverty-stricken families.

In 2020, we will focus on the projects
like poverty alleviation through
education and the Tongzhou Project.

CNPC began to perform fixed-point

poverty alleviation in Qapgal County in

2003. So far, CNPC has invested more

than RMB 28 million in over 20 poverty
alleviation projects, involving donations

of money and supplies, construction
of primary schools and medical
stations, as well as the current poverty
alleviation activities through industrial
development and consumption aid.

Since 2016, CNPC has invested more
than RMB 10 million to build the

Safflower Industrial Park. In 2018, 2,500
tons of safflower seeds were purchased

to produce 500 tons of safflower oil,
which benefited 800 households,
with RMB 2,000 increased for each
household.

We strive to improve the medical conditions in poor areas through multiple measures, such as as-
sisting developing counties in building/renovating township medical centers, making regular clinic
visits, and training rural medical workers.

Free and regular clinic visits

CNPC medical teams have provided free and regular clinic visits for 11 consecutive years
from 2009 to 2019, covering 35 towns in 10 counties, such as Shuanghu County in Tibet,
Bijie County in Guizhou, Hengfeng County in Jiangxi, and Qinghe County in Xinjiang.

Training for rural doctors

We have provided training for 8 consecutive years from 2010 to 2019 for 209 rural doctors
in 11 counties, such as Shuanghu County in Tibet, Lenghu County in Qinghai, Toli County
in Xinjiang, Xishui County in Guizhou and Taigian County in Henan.

Medical’support/assistance

We sent four doctors to Hengfeng Hospital in Jiangxi from 2016 to 2017 for joint diagnosis
of difficult cases.
